Kindergarten-5th Grade 
Boys 

 

TOPS: 

Light Blue polo must be purchased from Ibiley with the approved school logo embroidered on the front, 
left side of the chest.  

 

BOTTOMS: 

Navy pants or shorts may be purchased from Ibiley. 

 

PHYSICAL EDUCATION TOP: 

Gold t-shirt with approved school logo purchased from Ibiley is required for Physical Education (PE) 
days.  
 
PHYSICAL EDUCATION BOTTOM: 

Royal blue mesh shorts with approved school logo purchased from Ibiley is required for Physical 
Education (PE) days.  

 

OUTERWEAR:  

Navy blue unisex hoodless fleece jacket purchased from Ibiley with approved school logo embroidered 
on the front, left side of the chest.  
Navy blue cardigan purchased from Ibiley with approved school logo embroidered on the front, left side 
of the chest.  
No hoodies are permitted. 
 

 
BELTS: 

A black belt must be worn with all uniform bottoms that come with belt loops. Not required for Prek-2nd Grade.  

SHOES: 

Black leather penny loafers or black leather shoes must be closed, have full coverage and have Velcro closing.    

 
*No knee-high sneakers, light-up shoes, boots, croc or croc-like shoes permitted. 
On PE Days, students must wear sneakers/tennis shoes with rubber soles, closed, full coverage and have Velcro closing. If student knows how to tie shoes, 
laces are permitted on sneakers/tennis shoes.  

SOCKS: 

Socks must be worn at all times, white in color and well-above the ankle. 

UNDER SHIRTS/SWEATPANTS: 

During cooler weather, students may wear short or long-sleeved shirts under their uniform polos. Students may only wear solid navy or white under their 
school-approved tops. Hooded items are not permitted underneath uniform. Students may also wear the Sweatpants purchased from Ibiley if outside 

temperatures drop to 60 degrees or below.

School Plaid with approved embroidered school logo jumper purchased from Ibiley.
